Because of the weight and space

limitations of our handcart design and our attempt to create an authentic pioneer experience, you will be limited in the

amount of gear you can bring. You will need the items listed here, but please DO NOT bring anything else. We cannot take

it with us.

[J 1 warm sleeping bag (it can get cold at night)

[] 1 pair of tennis shoes (an old pair)

[ 1 pair of shoes to hike in (If you buy new

shoes/boots for this, make sure they are broken in)

1 4 pairs of sturdy socks (1 or 2 should be wool, or

other good hiking socks)

L] Water Bottle

[ 1 towel, hand towel, or wash cloth

L] 4 sets of underclothing

[ Toothbrush and toothpaste

[ Deodorant and other personal care items
[ Comb or brush

L] Insect repellent and sunscreen
